STOU Closed on 9 April in Memory of HRH Princess Bejaratana
9 April 2012 has been declared a public holiday in observance of the cremation of Her Royal Highness Princess Bejaratana Rajasuda, the only child of King Rama VI. 
In accordance with tradition, the royal cremation will take place at Sanam Luang. The crematorium that has been built is also typical of Thai royal funerals. It is a highly ornate, temporary structure based on the traditional Thai conception of the universe which originates from the Brahmin ideas of ancient India. 

The royal cremation ceremony will be held over five days, 8-12 April 2012, with the actual cremation taking place on the 9th. The crematorium and other buildings constructed for the ceremony will be open for public viewing from the 11th to the 17th.
