Abstract

This purposes of this research was to (1) compare the behavior of generosity of the
experimental group before and after using the set of guidance activities, and (2) compare the behavior
of generosity of the experimental group and control group after training with a set of guidance
activities.

This research conducted at the experimental sample primary school Year 5 School La
devote the academic year 2552, which researchers randomly by a random group of 60 people, was
conducted randomly selected (Simple Random Sampling) as the experimental group. 30 person
control group, 30 in each group were trained by the Works Department guidance of 10 times the
control group received training using the information of 10 was also the Works Department guidance
training using the information the tools used in the study was a measure of generosity of 40 items. The
reliability was .95

The results showed that (1) After the experiment, students grade 5, the experimental
group increased after the generosity behavior was statistically significant at the .01 level and (2) after
experimental primary school. Year 5, the experimental group received training guidance activities
with caring behaviors higher than the control group are statistically significant at the .01 level.
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
