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Abstract

The objectives of this survey research were to study (1) knowledge about the Local
Health Insurance Fund (LHIF); and (2) participation on the LHIF management among the
administration committees; (3) the relationship between personal characteristics, knowledge,
and participation on the LHIF management; and (4) the problems and barriers of the LHIF
management. The study population was 1,683 administration committees of LHIF in Si Sa
Ket province. 390 samples were selected by stratified random sampling. The instruments that
are self-assessment forms of knowledge about the LHIF and of the participation on the LHIF
management, have had the reliability values at good level.

The main study results were (1) the administration committees have had an average of
the overall knowledge about the LHIF at somewhat increase level; and (2) have had an
average of the overall participation on the LHIF management at moderate level; (3) there
were relationships between income, occupation, and position on the board, and knowledge
and participation; and between knowledge and participation, with statistical significance at
the 95% confidence interval; and (4) the 2 leading problems and barriers to the LHIF
management were the lack of clear protocol of the LHIF implementation and the delay of the
supporting budget.
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
