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Abstract

The purpose of this research were to study (1) personal qualities of the Migrant Health VVolunteers
in Samut Sakhon Province (2) Migrant Health Volunteers’ knowledge of tuberculosis (3) tuberculosis
prevention and control of Migrant Health Volunteers in Samut Sakhon’s migrant workforce (4) study the
factors affecting tuberculosis prevention and control of Migrant Health Volunteers in Samut Sakhon’s
migrant workforce. The study group consists of 234 Migrant Health VVolunteers. Questionnaires are used as
tools for this research. Data analysis is based on Descriptive Statistics and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The research showed that (1) about half (55.1%) of the volunteers were male with an average age
of 24.1 years, 60.5% were single and about 71.8% were in extended fishery with an average monthly
income of 6,105 Baht. Time spent as a Migrant Health VVolunteers on average is 2.6 years with an average
of 3.8 members living in each family household. (2) About 62.8% of the volunteers have very high level
knowledge of tuberculosis. (3) 98.3% of the volunteers received news information about prevention and
control of tuberculosis within the past year. (4) About half (55.1%) have low prevention and control of
tuberculosis. (5) Average monthly income, time spent as a Migrant Health Volunteers, marital status,
getting news information and the numbers of member in the household can collectively predict the
performance of Migrant Health Volunteers toward tuberculosis prevention and control within the migrant
workforce of Samut Sakhon Province to be 21.2% (R? = 0.212).
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
