Qualitative method, unstructured interviews and participant observation and
unparticpant observation were used in this research. Information were collected from the
chief, the knowledge, the dean, monks, the led of ceremonies, the ritual, and people generally
in the village.

The results of this research showed that (1) Traditional The Worship to Feast for
ChaopusSrisuttho was held on the fifteenth day of the waxing moon in the 6 ™ month. This
tradition that villagers called Traditional in the 6 ™ month. To worship for at ChaopuSrisuttho
at the shrine is located in the Khamchanot forest. Noenmueang Villagers will come together
for the prosperity of the people themselves and their families. The purpuses of this tradition
are to show respect for the faith to ChaopuSrisuttho, sustain religion and local culture, and to
have the love and unity in the community. Sequence of events within one day.Starting from
place food to monks and novices in the morning and before lunch. Then there was ceremony
The Worship to Feast for ChaopuSrisuttho, dancing show for ChaopuSrisuttho, making a
votive offerings ceremony, and lighting the rocket Bang Fai presented to ChaopusSrisuttho.
This tradition has been participated by the local community for a long time and
it is originated by the faith in the ChaopuSrisuttho who is PayaSutthonakkarat. (2) The rites
of Traditional The Worship to Feast for ChaopuSrisutthoof the Noenmueang villagers which
have been continued to the present were The Worship to Feast for ChaopuSrisuttho. The
ceremony was held for the prosperity of the people. and making a votive offerings ceremony
to held after finished the ritural worship. The villagers may be making a votive offerings
ceremony by dedicated to the worship service, ordination, the film, or the local dancing show.
