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A Construction of a Supplementary Reading Entitled YolPlaeng Yao our
Residents for Secondary School Students in Chachoengsao Province
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to construction a supplementary reading
entitled, YolPlaeng Yao Our Residents for lower secondary level in Chachoengsao province;
(2) to compare students’learningachievements before and after learning the supplementary
(3) to study the opinions of students on the supplementary.

Thesample comprised20 students, who were purposively selectedformsecondary
school student in Chachoengsao province. The instruments use in this were (1) the
supplementary reading entitled, YolPlaeng Yao Our Residents, (2) an achievement test and
(3) a questionnaire on the students’ opinions towards supplementary reading. Statistical
employed for data analysis were included the percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-
test.

The research findings indicated that (1) the opinions on the supplementary book
was high. (2) Students’ learning achievements were significantly high at the 0.5 significance
level. The achievement test after reading the supplementary book was statistical significant
higher than before reading at the level of 0.05; and (3) the opinions of students on the book
were at the highest level
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
