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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to construct a supplementary book entitled
Wandering around Pak Phayun for MathayomSuksall students of Phatthalung Province, (2)
to compare the pre-learning and post-learning achievements of MathayomSuksa Il students
who learned from the supplementary book entitled Wandering around Pak Phayun; and (3) to
study the opinions ofstudents toward the use of the supplementary book entitled Wandering
around Pak Phayun.

The researchsample consisted of 20 purposively selected MathayomSuksa Il
students of HanthaoRangsiPrachasan School during the second semester of the 2011
academic year. The employed research instruments comprised (1) the supplementary book
entitled Wandering around Pak Phayun; (2) a learning achievement test; and (3) a
questionnaire on opinions of students toward using the supplementary book entitled
Wandering around Pak Phayun. Statistics employed for data analysis included the mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings showed that (1) thesupplementary book entitled Wandering
around Pak Phayun, created by the researcher, was of the most appropriate quality according to
the opinions of experts and teachers in the Social Studies, Religion and Culture Learning Area;
(2) the post-learning achievement of the students who learned from the supplementary book
entitled Wandering around Pak Phayun was significantly higher than their pre-learning
counterpart at the .01 level; and (3) the students had opinions that the supplementary book
entitledWanderingaroundPakPhayun was appropriate at the highest level.
