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Abstract

The study aims to examine level of intention to use the tablet for teaching
including influence of external and internal factor on intention for study the external and
internal factors influence both direct and indirect on the level of intention by application of
technology acceptance model. This study collected from 340 primary teachers in
Nakhonsrithammarat education office area.Using path analysis.

The result found that 54.1 percent of the teachers indicated that they were
moderate intention with the mean of intention score to use the tablet in the year 2555 (3.37)
At the same time, Intention to use the application without a formal study period they were
very intention with the mean of intention score 3.71The result from path analysis showed
that the adjusted mode fit well with empirical data ( x°= 0.272 , p-value = 0.992 , RMSEA
=0.000, GFI =1.000, TLI =1.017, CFI = 1.000 , CMIN/DF = 0.068)Thirty-Five percent
of the total variation of the teacher intention score was accounted for by the studied
external and internal factor .The external factor that inserted the highest total impact on
teacher intention was social influences. Since, Influence both direct and indirect through
intervening variable was perceive ease of use and perceived usefulness , The remaining
external factors, that are personal innovativeness in information technology and tablet trust
had only indirect effects. The indirect effects through their perceive ease of use and
perceived usefulness , respectively
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
