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Development of a Thai Language Instructional System Using Electronic Media
as the Main Media for Prathom Suksa VI Students
under the Office of Lop Buri Primary Education Service Area 1
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to develop a Thai language instructional
system using electronic media as the main media for Prathom Suksa VI students
under the Office of Lop Buri Educational Service Area 1.

The research sample consisted of (1) a group totaling 738 teachers

administrators and students classified into 182 administrators 202 teachers and 353
Prathom Suksa VI students, obtained by simple random sampling; (2) a group of six
educational technology experts and two Thai language experts; and (3) a group of
three experts. The employed research instruments comprised questionnaires on the
needs of administrators teachers and students, a form for brainstorming group
discussion, and a quality assessment form Data were analyzed using the percentage
and content analysis.

The research findings; it was found that (1) the administrators teachers s and
Prathom Suksa VI students had the needs at the highest level for Thai language
instructional system using electronic media as the main media; (2) the experts, it was
found that the developed Thai language instructional system using electronic media as
the main media was clearly specified and feasible; (3) the developed Thai language
instructional system using electronic media as the main media comprised the
following seven steps, namely, the first step: the survey of problems and needs
concerning Thai language course ; the second step: the development of curriculum
and instruction; the third step: the production of electronic media and supplementary
media; the fourth step: the arrangement of learning environment; the fifth step: the
imparting of contents and experience; the sixth step: the evaluation of instruction; and
the seventh step: the quality assurance of instruction; and (4) the developed
instructional system was evaluated and certified by experts as having good quality and
being feasible for implementation.
