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Abstract

This study aimed 1) to assess current curriculum implementations, problems and obstacles
related to its implementation of social study, religion, and culture curriculum of Tesaban IV School
(Paocham), 2) to examine strategies required to develop social study, religion, and culture curriculum,
and 3) to assesses the progress of the developed of social study, religion, and culture curriculum.
Stakeholders who provided assessment data included 3 school administrators, 8 teachers from the
social study, religion, and culture curriculum strand unit, and 3 basic education level school
committees. Assessment instruments used in this study included questionnaires, focus groups, and
empowerment evaluation processes. The collected data were analyzed through content analysis,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

Three evaluation findings were succinctly concluded as follows : 1) current curriculum
implementation dimensions including curriculum structure, contents, instructors, learning materials,
budget, school building, and assessment were highly appropriate; 2) the school envisioned its contents
of curriculum of social study, religion, and culture to be more focusing on Asians by which there
were six activities needed to be developed that included learning activity, shared learning experiences
within the strand, development awareness on Asian curriculum, teachers’ learning exchanges,
development of contents related to Asian countries, and development of students’ information search
skills. These activities were expected to enhance future curriculum development strategies; 3) in terms
of progress of curriculum development, it was found that the academic exhibition related to Asians
was already implemented and audiences were highly satisfied with the exhibitions, while other

strategies were established in the school plan
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
