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Assessing Effects of Family Educational Opportunity on Achievement,
Emotional Intelligence, Academic Aspiration and Learning Habits
of 6" Grade Students in NakornLuang, Ayuthaya Province
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Abstract

This research aimed to assess effects of family’s educational opportunity
achievement, emotional intelligence, motivation, and learning habits of Prathom
Suksa 6™ students (equivalent to 6™ graders) in Nakorn Luang district, Ayuthaya
province. The target population was 413 Prathom Suksa 6™ students from which the
sample consisting of 262 students were drawn.

Research instruments included 2 instruments: the first instrument was the
record form used to document ONET-test scores of students, the second instrument
was the questionnaire intended to measure achievement, emotional intelligence,
educational aspiration, and learning habits. The analysis of family’s educational
opportunity effects was implemented using a regression analysis.

The major research findings included: 1. Educational opportunity-related
variables correlating with student achievement was gender. It was found that male had
low achievement than females. Students whose father completed lower secondary
education had lower achievement than those students whose father completed primary
education. Students whose families had salary greater than 10,000 baht had higher
achievement than those who were from family with salary less than 10,000 baht. 2.
Family educational opportunity-related variable affecting emotional intelligence was
the number of sibling and parental education. It was found that students with no
sibling had lower emotional intelligence than those who had more number of siblings.
Students whose father completed vocational education had higher emotional
intelligence than students whose fathers completed primary education. Students
whose mothers completed lower secondary education had high emotional intelligence
than those students whose mother had primary education degree. 3. Educational
opportunity-related variables affecting educational aspiration included mother
education. It was found that students whose mother completed higher secondary
education degree had high educational aspiration than those students whose mothers
completed primary education. 4. Educational opportunity-related variables affecting
learning habits of students included gender and mother’s education. Males had worse
learning habits than females. Also students whose mothers were a merchant or self-
employed had worse learning habits than those students whose mothers were a labor
or famer.
