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Social change in agricultural land reform Chumphon Province prior
to BC 2537 — present : A Case Study of Tamsing Sub-District,
Muang District, Chumphon Province
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Abstract

This research aims to study (1) the social change in agricultural land reform of Chumphon
before B.C. 2537 land reform and B.C. 2538 — present; (2) factors that cause the social change in
agricultural land reform of Chumphon; (3) effects of the social change in agricultural land reform of
Chumphon; (4) guideline of problem solutions from the impact of the social change in agricultural land
reform in Chumphon.

Research method is a qualitative research method. Research samples consist of 5 village
philosophers, 5 village headmen, 1 Chief Executive of Tamsing Sub-District Administrative
Organization, 2 agricultural leaders, 20 agriculturists in the area, 2 agricultural promotion officers. The
sample size is 35 totally. The research method comes from documents, unstructured interview, group
discussion and observation. Data analysis is a descriptive analysis.

The results showed that (1) agriculturists from the social change in agricultural land reform in
a case study of Tamsing Sub-District adjust their production from self reliance to an agricultural trade;
(2) factors that cause the social change in agricultural land reform are divided into two factors: an
internal social factor and an external social factor; (3) effects of the social change in agricultural land
reform of Tamsing Sub-District indicated that agriculturists in the community change their life to urban
society. It causes various problems including environmental pollutions, natural resource destruction,
issues of land rights and land tenure, shortage of agricultural labors, lack of agricultural heirs, crime;
(4) guideline of problem solutions from the impact of the social change in agricultural land reform of
Chumphon is found that people in the community are promoted and encouraged to build their own
economy. They are able to rely on their own by emphasis on the learning process in the community.
