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A study of Sukhothai Thammathirat Open University students’ opinion on the difficulty
of Course contents : A case study of 12301, Evolution of Thai Politics
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Abstract

This study aimed 1) to examine the degree of difficulty of a series of lectures
on 12301 Evolution in Thailand 2) to determine the attitudes of students to improve
course content which was difficult for the students and 3) to investigate ways to
promote effective learning in the course of 12301 Evolution in Thailand.

The population used in the study was students enrolled in the course 12301. In
semester 1/2554, there was a student enrollment totaling 523 people of which 201 did
not pass. From the number of students who did not pass, 50 (25%) took part in the
study. The analysis of the data in the study used the mean and standard deviation.

The results are summarized below.

1. Students judged of difficulty of the documents to teach 15 units at a
moderate level (mean = 3.12). The two units that students found most difficult were
Unit 7 The influence western political change Thailand. (mean = 3.66) and Unit 11
The Political Culture of Democracy (mean = 3.50).

2. Content of the courses should be updated to fit the description of the
contents. There should be a concept map to illustrate the content.

3. Ways to promote effective learning. Students should be further elaborated
on the important and difficult to understand points, and there should be more
examples. Content should be adjusted or added to the end of the chapter, along with
other relevant materials.
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
