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Abstract

This present research aimed to (1) Survey of commented of student toward factors that affect
success in the thesis of graduate students such as 4 different factors that affect to graduation which are
1) personal factor 2) internal factor 3) facilities and environments 4) factor of academic and thesis (2)
To compare the level of commented of student such as gender, age, marriage status, incomes, study
field, study level for students of Mahidol University at Faculty of Science, Faculty of Pharmacy and
Faculty of Medicine Ramathibodi Hospital, Academic Year 2010 (3) To the data obtained from the
analysis of commented of student toward factors affecting the success of a graduate student's thesis.
Recommendation of a student's thesis. The University is encouraging academic excellence. This
present study aimed to analyze 4 different factors that affect to graduation of graduate students, which
are 1) personal factor such as gender, age, marriage status, incomes, study field, study level; 2) internal
factor such as inspiration, study performance; 3) facilities and environments of both in- and outside the
institution; and 4) factor of academic and thesis such as knowledge, academic service, research
supervisor.

The population based studies in this research was sampling from graduate students of
Mahidol University from different graduate programs at Faculty of Science, Faculty of Pharmacy and
Faculty of Medicine-Ramathibodi hospital. Among total 1,183 graduate students registered in
Academic year 2010, the appropriate sample size of 400 students was represented according to the
calculated method of Taro Yamane. The questionnaire with five-level scales that cover the opinions of
satisfaction was used as tool for data collection. The data thereafter was statistical analyzed and
performed as values of percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The result in 3 faculties showed that all four factors were highly involved in the success of
student graduation (level 4), particularly the factor of academic and thesis of both student and research
supervisor. The most influencing factor mentioned by graduate students of all 3 faculties was
emphasized on knowledgeable background and research competency of the supervisor, which was
scored highest (level 5). The graduate students expect to have research supervisors that able to guide
and give suggestions in doing research and solving the problem. The personality of supervisor that pays
attention, care and friendly will lead to the positive relationship between student and advisor, which
play the significant role for success of graduation.
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
