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The Development of Dancing Art Learning Center for Mathayom Suksa I

Students in Kanchanaburi Primary Education Service Area 1
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to develop a model of learning center in dancing art for
Mathayom Suksa | students in Kanchanaburi Primary Education Service Area 1.

The research sample consisted of (1) a group of 280 administrators, dancing art teachers, and
Mathayom Suksa | sudents, obtained by simple random sampling; (2) a group of eight educational
technology experts and dancing art experts; and (3) a group of three experts. The employed research
instruments comprised questionnaires on the needs of administrators, teachers, and students; a form for
brainstorming of opinions in focus group discussion; a model for learning center in dancing art; and a
form for quality assessment of the model for learning center in dancing art. Data were analyzed using
the percentage mean and content analysis.

The research findings, it was found that (1) the administrators, teachers,and Mathayom Suksa
| students had the needs for learning center in dancing art at the highest level; (2) from brainstorming
of opinions of the experts, it was found that the developed learning center was clearly specified and
feasible; (3) the developed learning center in dancing art had the following components: the
philosophy, vision, goal, policy, objectives, roles and duty, mission, personnel, basic structure, and
budget; this learning center model was also composed of five sub-learning centers, namely, the basic
dancing art practice center, the folk dancing art center, the dramatic art center, the international dancing
art center, and the ASEAN dancing art center; and (4) the developed learning center was evaluated and
certified by experts as having good quality and being feasible for implementation.
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
