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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to study the relationship between attitude toward
narcotics and narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province; (2) to
study the relationship between knowledge of narcotics and narcotics risk behaviors of vocational
certificate students in Nong Khai province; (3) to study the relationship between social environment
and narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province; and (4) to study
the power to predict narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province
using the factors of attitude toward narcotics, knowledge of narcotics, and social environment as the
combined predictors.

This study was Correlational Research using questionnaires which passed pretest of both
validity check and reliability check at 0.761 level. The research sample size of 355 vocational
certificate students was determined based on Yamane’s sample size formula, and obtained by multi-
stage sampling. Data were statistically analyzed using the frequency the percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Pearson correlation, and multiple regression analysis.

Research findings revealed that (1) the relationship between attitude toward narcotics and
narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province was positive and at
the low level, which was significant at the .01 level; (2) the relationship between knowledge of
narcotics and narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province was
negative and at the low level, which was significant at the .01 level; (3) the relationship between social
environment and narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province was
positive and at the moderate level, which was significant at the .01 level; and (4) the three factors of
attitude toward narcotics, knowledge of narcotics, and social environment could be combined to predict
narcotics risk behaviors of vocational certificate students in Nong Khai province by 40.2 percent,
which was significant at the .01 level.
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
