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Abstract

The research on Development Guidelines for Participatory Forest Resources Management
:The case Study on Forest Extension Project of Khaothongthong Temporary Monastic Resident at
Padaeng Village, Palao Sub-district, Mueang District, Phetchabun Province aims (1) to learn the basics
of public participation in the management of forest resources, (2) to study the forest utilization by the
people in the project area (3) to study participation, management of forest resources, (4) to study the
feasibility of implementation of project activities and (5) to study the problems and solutions to
improve management of forest resources.

Samples of the study were individuals living at 6 sub-villages of Padaeng Village, Palao Sub-
district, Mueang District, Phetchabun Province. Quantitative data was collected by accidental sampling
of 364 people over 12 years old. Questionnaires were used to collect the data of basic information,
forest utilization participation and the appropriate activities of the project. In qualitative research, the
focus group of 9 purposive stakeholders was done to fullfil the objective of this study. The statistics
used in data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and content analysis.

The research found that people were taking utilization of the forest, both directly and
indirectly. The participation of villagers in the management of forest resources was high level. The
forest management of the project had appropriate activities. The approach to develop forest
management participation were as follows: (1) establishment of the community forest committee (2)
formulating rules on the forest resources utilization (3) clearly bordering the project edges (4)
enrichment planting by appropriate tree species in project area (5) forest fire line management around
the project (6) training program for community leaders, community members, especially the youth in
the community
