Self Reliance and Operations Adhering to Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of
Community Enterprise Members in Inburi District of Sing Buri Province
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study socio-economic circumstance of community
enterprise members 2) study the understanding in self reliance and operations adhering to sufficiency
economy philosophy 3) study operations and self reliance adhering to sufficiency economy philosophy
4) study factors relating to self reliance and operations adhering to sufficiency economy philosophy 5)
study problems and suggestions for guidelines to self reliance and operations adhering to sufficiency
economy philosophy.

The studied population was a number of 265 community enterprise members in Inburi District,
Sing Buri Province. The research tool for data collection was questionnaire. Data obtained was
analyzed by computer programs. Statistical methodology for data analysis included frequency
percentage, minimum value, maximum value, mean, standard deviation and ordinary multiple
regression analysis.

Research findings were the following. 1) Generally members of enterprise communities were
aged between 51-60 years, graduated prathomsueksa 4 and two of three households have 3-4 members.
Mostly members of enterprise communities have occupied own farm by title deed. The most members
were farmer (paddy grower), were income families between 5,000 to 10,000 Baht (THB.) per month
and they were depts 63.8 percents, which of general members were less than 200,001 THB. 2) The
average knowledge about sufficiency economy philosophy of Community Enterprise members was at
high level. 3) Overall operation adhering to sufficiency economy philosophy of Community Enterprise
members was at high level. 4) Overall self-reliance adhering to sufficiency economy philosophy of
Community Enterprise members was at high level. 5) Factors affecting operations adhering to
sufficiency economy philosophy Community Enterprise members were age (year), receiving
information on sufficiency economy and benefit gained from self-reliance adhering to sufficiency
economy philosophy. 6) Factors affecting self-reliance adhering to sufficiency economy philosophy of
Community Enterprise members were receiving information on sufficiency economy and benefit
gained from self-reliance adhering to sufficiency economy philosophy.
