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Members Participation in School 4-H ClubGroup Operation : A Case Study of
Bangkla School 4-H Club, Bungkla Sub-District, Lomsak District,
Phetchabun Province
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study (1) basic individual factor, economic, and social factor of
members in School 4-H Club Group (2) members operation in School 4-H Club Group (3) members
participation in School 4-H Club Group operation (4) problems and recommendations for School 4-H Club
Group operation in Bungkla School.

The population in this study was a number of 98 members of School 4-H Club Group in Bangkla
School, Bungkla Sub-District, Lomsak District, Phetchabun Province.  Questionnaire was the research
instrument for data collection. Statistics used included frequency, percentage, minimum value, maximum
value, mean and standard deviation.

From the study, it was discovered as follows. (1) Proportion of the School 4-H Club Group members,
apparently there was male more than female with the average age at 15.81 years. Over half of them studied in
Matayom 5 and 6. Most of them applied to be members because they belonged to agricultural family and
would like to seek useful knowledge. Most of them contacted and communicated with their member fellows.
Their opinion towards support by the School and advisor teacher was at high level, support by their parents
was at medium level. Most of the School 4-H Club Group members participated in the School vocational
training because they believed the project was helpful for them. (2) After their participation, members
acquired knowledge and better understanding in objectives of the operation, understanding in their role about
group operation and understanding in group operation at high level. (3) Members participation in School 4-H
Club Group was at medium level. Most of them participated most in the group operation next was
participation in evaluation and planning. (4) Members still encountered problem on role division and unity in
their group. Most of the group members therefore recommended strengthening members be in unity and
knowledge transfer should be promoted and passed on from senior to junior generation
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
