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Abstract

The objectives of this study were (1) to study the interest in agricultural career of
students who participated in agriculture extension activities in Ban Tha Song Yang School
under the Office of Elementary District in Tak Province, Region 2; (2) to study their need for
knowledge and skill in doing farming; (3) to study their agricultural extension activities
according to their need; and (4)to study their knowledge, satisfaction, problems, and
suggestions on the agricultural extension activities.

The population in this study were students in Ban Tha Song Yang School, from
Prathom Suksa 5 (higher primary level) to Matthayom Suksa 3 (lower secondary level), who
participated in agricultural extension club in their school. The samples were selected by using
purposive random sampling methodology, 78 persons altogether. The instrument used to
collect the data was an interview form, a quiz form, and an observation form. The statistical
methodology used to analyze the data by instant computer programs were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Paired t-test analysis.

The findings of this study were as follows: 1) Most of the studied students were
female, with average age at 15-17 years. They were studying in Matthayom Suksa 3 (lower
secondary level). Their parents’ occupation was a farmer. The studied students used to do
farming, 2) and they were interested in doing farming. Activities which they were interested
in were vegetable raising, producing organic fertilizer, growing mushrooms, extending plant
tribes, and growing beansprouts. 3) The stages of agricultural extension activities according
to the students’ need were as follows: (1) Selecting the target groups; (2) explaining the
objectives of the activities; (3) determining the operation plan, (4) the expectation from
researching with their group; (5) the operations according to the plan; and (6) the result.
Considering the students’ reports, it was found that the practices in the activities made them
understand how to do farming more, know how to cooperate with other people, and utilize
their free time. The students looked happy and enjoyed the activities they were doing.
4)Their marks received before and after participating in the activities were different at .05
statistical significance. The students were satisfied with their participation in the agricultural
extension activities in their school at much level. Considering their problems on the
agricultural extension activities, it was found that some groups had no management within
groups, some members of some groups lacked responsibility. They suggested that there
should have been the cooperation within groups more, and there should have been measures
to control the students who did not carry out their duties.
