As Herman pulled off his jacket, he thought to himself that if he ever built a ship, he would design comfortable quarters for the crew.  It would not make the men lazy, as the officers claimed, but ready and fit for the strenuous work they had to do.


Just how strenuous the job of a whaleman was, he could not know until they sighted the first silver spout, shooting up into the air like a misty fountain, gushing from underseas.

In 1907, after two years in Paris spent mostly with other painters, John Marin traveled to Venice to ask his father for money.  Mrs. Marin assured her husband that his son’s skill was worthy of support, and Marin returned to Paris for five more years.


This was one of the most exciting periods in the history of modern art.  In Paris there were speeches, arguments, and fights between the followers of one or another school of art. Yet Marin, living in the very center of this, seemed to know nothing of what was going on.

The cereal straws – wheat, oats barley, rye, rice – can be harvested more easily than cornstalks.  Practically all of these plants are cut and the grain removed in a single operation by one machine.  An additional device can be attached to the machine which packs the straw into tight bundles.  Wallboard makers buy some of this straw, and some is mixed with wood pulp.


Unlike wood which can be cut at any time of year, straw must be gathered when the grain is ripe.  Someone, the farmer or the user, must then store it until needed and keep it from spoiling.

Man’s blood contains a common gas called nitrogen, which has no color, taste, or smell. Under pressure, the nitrogen in the blood begins to boil.  This can be very dangerous and painful and even kill a man.  Pressure increases greatly to about 6,000 pounds per square inch in the deep parts of the ocean.


Why, then, can some creatures exist in the deep ocean?  In 1884, J.Y. Buchanan, one of the scientists on the oceanographic voyage of the Challenger,  found a reason.  He concluded that animals in the deep ocean do not feel pressure because their flesh is filled with the same water that surrounds them.

Scotch-Irish music featured songs that told stories of ill-fated lovers, of everyday work and problems, in simple, lively melody.  It was a music of wild Scotch and Irish dances, and its instruments were chiefly stringed instruments.  But mot of all it was a music of song, of tales told in melody.


When this music went west and north with the mountain folk who followed the course of history, it changed.  It became the song of the wood-cutters – filled with loneliness, sadness, and thoughts of home.
